Although dead-heading (cut-
ting off the dying flowers on
your plants) is important for
your garden and the health of
your plants, make sure not to
prune too soon. Our
honeybee popula-

use all the extra
flowers we can
spare. Try leaving
the spent blossoms
just a couple days
longer. They may attract more
bees and wildlife to your garden
and feed them in the process.

Photographer's notes When composing a photograph, it's important to fill the frame, taking full
responsibility for everything that is included in the image. Often the best approach is to simply get closer to
the subject, cropping out all but the essential aspects of the setting. There’s a fine line, however, between
including so much of the environment that the image becomes cluttered versus cropping so tight as to miss
out on elements that could be key to providing context. Documenting Dream Machines for the first time, |
became lost in vintage hot rods and antiqgue automobiles for close to three hours. As the afternoon wore
on, | realized | hadn't even seen the airplanes yet. After grabbing a quick bite to eat at the Three-Zero
Cafe, | rushed out to the airfield and the classic embrace of a couple caught my eye. The skies were clear,
